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REPORT of the PRESIDENT:
Captain Mark W. Roche, Newton Fire Department

Our December meeting hosted by Fire Tech & Safety was again
another enjoyable meeting. I thank Larry Guerette and his staff for their
great hospitality as always. Thanks also to Greg Neff for his
informative presentation on PPE upgrades.

Three days before Christmas, two Chicago firefighters died tragically
in the line-of-duty from a collapse due to another truss failure. The
question most asked by non-fire service people is “Why do you firemen
go inside those vacant buildings? ” The actual answer came six days
later when a fire in vacant New Orleans building claimed the lives of
eight people who were squatting inside. These fire victims were not
homeless people, they were all young aspiring musicians drawn to New
Orleans for the chance to perform in this historic City of Jazz. The
bottom line is that NO building is a considered unoccupied until the
primary search by firefighters is completed. The other lesson that we all
know too well is that the truss kills firefighters. Once the search is
completed and the report from Inside Operations to the Incident
Commander confirms the presence of truss construction, the building
must be evacuated and operations switched to the defensive mode. This
must be the firefighter’s rule of survival.

On December 21, 2010, I was again honored to represent MIFDI at the
Massachusetts Firefighter of the Year Award Ceremony at Faneuil Hall
in Boston. This one day each year is set aside for us all to honor the
bravest of the brave. Congratulations to all of the 2010 recipients.

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INSTRUCTORS CORNER:
“Sense of a Goose” (Author Unknown)
*An inspirational message as we start a new year*

When you see geese flying along in a “V” formation, you might consider what science
has discovered as to why they fly that way:

As each bird flaps its wings, it creates an uplift for the bird immediately following. By
flying in “V” formation, the whole flock adds at least 71% greater flying range then if
each bird flew on its own.

People who share a common direction and sense of community can get where they
are going more quickly and easily because they are traveling on the thrust of one
another.

When a goose falls out of formation, it suddenly feels the drag and resistance of
trying to go it alone, and quickly gets back into formation to take advantage of the
lifting power of the bird in front.

If we have as much sense as a goose, we will stay in formation with those people
who are heading the same way we are.

When the head goose gets tired, it rotates back in the wing and another goose flies
point.

It is sensible to take turns doing demanding jobs, weather it is with people or with
geese flying south.

Geese honk from behind to encourage those up front to keep up their speed.

What messages do we give when we honk from behind?

Finally..... and this is important, when a goose gets sick or is wounded by gunshot, and
falls out of formation, two other geese fall out with that goose and follow it down to
lend help and protection. They stay with the fallen goose until it is able to fly or until
it dies, and only then do they launch out on their own, or with another formation to

catch up with their group.

If we have the sense of a goose, we will stand by each other like that.
