Once you read and fill 
out the application and the application is returned, you then submit 
the app. to a Medico retailer for key #6R64142. A Medico retailer can

Every ambulance should have two elevator EMS keys (one for each  
attendant) attached to your hospital access card and other important 
keys such as elderly housing master keys, etc. The elevator Code  
provides the ability for EMS priority access. To waste valuable time 
waiting for “you turn” on a busy elevator can make a significant  
difference for patient contact time to administer life saving care.  
It wouldn’t hurt to have a key on every engine company as well.

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INSTRUCTORS CORNER: 
“Garbage Bag Bombs” 
 
Garbage bag bombs, also known as oxygen‐acetylene (or oxy‐acetylene 
bombs) are relatively simple to construct, even by an inexperienced 
person. Instructions are widely available on the internet. They are  
generally made by tying or sealing a garbage bag filled with oxygen and 
acetylene and then lighting the device by a fuse. Because the gas  
combination is lighter than air, the perp normally anchors the bag with 
a weighted object. Moving, puncturing, or incinerating the device will 
generally result in an explosion. 
 
Garbage bag bombs look innocuous, however, they can be hazardous. 
Public Safety personnel are advised not to attempt to move or other‐
wise handle the devices, but instead to follow their agency’s protocol 
for IED incidents. 
 
The internet will likely continue to provide information on the 
 construction of simple IED’s using readily available items, therefore the 
threat from garbage bag bombs and similar homemade devices will 
persist.
