Note that OEMS has NOT mailed out reminders as in the past so you
must take the following steps to recertify:

Go to the OEMS website at www.mass.gov/dph/oems and
download and print the recertification application (Basic or Ad-
vanced).

Complete the application, enclose the recertification fee ($150), and
mail it to OEMS at 99 Chauncy St., Boston, MA 02111

You can check your continuing education credits on line at the above
OEMS website, scroll to “Quick Links”, click on “OEMS Search
Engines”, then click on “Lookup EMT Continuing Education Credit
Hours”, then enter your EMT certification number.

Again, it is your responsibility to ensure that you have your refresher
and required continuing education hours before the end of December
(NOT APRIL), and mail your recertification to OEMS, they are no
longer sending you a reminder.

Will Our Schools Ever Be Safe Again?
Captain Mark Roche

A.L.I.C.E. is an acronym meaning; Alert, Lockdown, Inform, Counter, Evacuate. It is used in
many school districts nationwide to deal with the increase in school shootings. It authorizes stu-
dents and staff to make decisions and take actions to save lives when an incident unfolds. It rec-
ommends locking down in a secure room, barricade classroom doors with furniture; evacuate the
building when feasible including the use of windows. When all else fails, it includes students to
“counter” by throwing objects and even physically attacking the intruder.

LOCKDOWN is used in most school districts nationwide when an intruder enters school build-
ings or grounds and directs staff and students to; sound a lockdown alert, lock the classroom
doors, turn out the lights, hide in a corner of the room, remain calm and quiet, wait for help, and
not make any decisions independently.

So what does this have to do with us? Each year shootings in public places, including schools,
are happening more frequently. Although firefighters are unarmed, fire departments are auto-
matically involved in these mass-causality incidents and sometimes the first to arrive. It’s not
just for EMS, when you unload a semi-automatic firearm in a school or any public assembly
building, it will trigger a smoke detector and activate the fire alarm system. Hopefully a few 9-1-
1 calls will provide us with notification of what is taking place prior to our arrival so that we
don’t send unarmed firefighters into a volatile situation. That will at least give firefighters a
chance to stage at a safe location until the building is deemed safe and then be able enter the
“Hot-Zone” to start TRIAGE for the victims. If we become victims then we can’t help others.

Police departments often work closely with schools to train for these types of incidents. Fire
departments must also be an active part of that process. We should establish a safe staging area
for every school in our community. As we were made aware of during our visit to MedFlight in
November, review and update your landing zones. During an MCI at night such as a theatre
shooting, we may need to provide scene lighting. Roof access may also be provided by fire de-
partment ladders for SWAT teams. Use apparatus to block off streets to prevent unauthorized
access, police will be too occupied searching for the perp. Have a pre-determined safe-shelter
close by for evacuated students and parents to meet. Assign a member to account for all students
evacuated including names and who went home with parents because again, the police will be
using all resources conducting a search of the entire building. Again, members need to take
cover until the all clear is given and avoid the use of reflective vests until the scene is safe so
you don’t become a target.

Hopefully, none of us will ever have to witness the horrific event that unfolded at Sandy Hook
Elementary School this past December. Unfortunately there are many sick people walking our
streets so we must be prepared and remain vigilant at all times so that we can avoid having fire-
fighters becoming victims like our two brothers in Webster NY who were gunned down during
the performance of their profession by an unstable person with access to weapons and a desire to
kill.
