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RECALL OF MEETING #522 
The 522nd meeting of MIFDI scheduled for January 28, 2009 was cancelled 
due to a snowstorm. 
 
Sgt. Thomas Fitzgerald of the Massachusetts State Police (MSP) C.V.E.S. 
(Commercial Vehicle Enforcement Section) commonly known as the “Truck 
Team” was originally scheduled to speak to our membership in January. Due 
to the tragic event in Boston where a ladder truck was involved in an accident 
on January 9, 2009, claiming the life of Fire Lieutenant Kevin Kelly, Sgt. 
Fitzgerald regretfully had to cancel his presentation to MIFDI citing an  
overload of requests by both municipalities and union representatives seeking 
information and advice on fire apparatus safety. This is a sensitive subject 
since the tragedy in Boston and the M.S.P. honestly wants to avoid this  
controversy which has resulted in a dispute between many members of both 
labor and management looking for answers regarding aging fire equipment, a 
problem that we ALL share. So unless the M.S.P. is ordered by the Governor 
to a help resolve a municipal incident, than they will continue to focus on 
their main function of “Commercial Vehicle Enforcement”.  Sgt. Fitzgerald 
was very apologetic to MIFDI and asked for understanding regarding the  
cancellation.  He did however want to convey the following; 

 
Firefighters and fire mechanics driving fire apparatus in the performance 

of their duties are NOT required to have a CDL License within the 
Commonwealth of Massachusetts. 

A suggested resource for information on truck requirements is the CDL 
Manual which can be downloaded in Adobe format in 3-sections on 
the Registry of Motor Vehicles website @ mass.gov/rmv    

It is the hope of Sgt. Fitzgerald, as well as many of us, that the Common-
wealth of Massachusetts, in conjunction with the Department of Fire 
Services/Massachusetts Firefighting Academy, the Fire Chief’s     
Association of Massachusetts, and the Professional Firefighters of 
Massachusetts, all work to establish a comprehensive “Fire Apparatus  
Driving Program” offered to both new recruits as well as anyone   
responsible for driving fire apparatus in Massachusetts.

EMS RUN: 
“Sledding Hazards” 
Captain/EMT Mark Roche, Newton Fire Department 
 
According to a recent article in the Boston Globe, a Bill is being sponsored by  
Massachusetts State Senator Steven Panagiotakos of Lowell to establish a Law that 
would require children 12 and under to wear a helmet when sledding. While this may 
seem like another over-kill regulation and difficult to enforce, those of us with the 
responsibility of providing EMS welcome the measure.  
 
According to the US Center for Disease Control and Prevention, roughly 22,870  
people are injured while sledding each year. What is more troubling than the number 
is the type of sled-related injuries with head and neck trauma accounting for more 
than half of these sledding EMS incidents.  
 
It reported that recently in New York, two girls died as a result of two separate  
sledding accidents. In Syracuse, a 12-year-old died from injuries after her sled 
slammed into a parked vehicle causing massive head trauma. And just north of New 
York City, a 13-year-old died from traumatic cardiac arrest when her sled struck a 
tree on a golf course. 
 
The old “Flexible-Flyer” sleds had ropes to grasp and foot power steering to provide 
some control. These days children (and adults) use just about anything including; 
pieces of cardboard, plastic sheeting, inflatable tubes, etc. These improvised items 
offer very little control with steering and stopping once they get going. Injuries also 
increase when sledding head-first as opposed to feet-first. 
 
What are some of the things we can do? 
 

Ask your representative to support the Legislation requiring children under 12 to 
wear helmets when sledding. 

Be familiar with the locations of the popular sledding areas in your communities 
including best access, especially towards the bottom of the hill. 

Many of these sledding areas are remote from roadways so be sure to send 
enough help to provide the manpower needed to carry the patient long dis-
tances through the snow. 

Always include back-boarding and C-Spine precautions when removing a victim 
of a sledding accident. 
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LAST ALARM: 
The officers and members of the Massachusetts Institute of Fire          
Department Instructors offer our condolences to the family and friends 
of Lt. Kevin M. Kelly of the Boston Fire Department, Ladder Co. 26. 
Kevin died tragically in the line-of-duty on January 9, 2009 when the 
ladder truck, returning from a run, crashed into a building, killing Lt. 
Kelly and injured the other three members of the company. Kevin was 
52 years old and leaves his wife and three daughters. May he rest in 
Peace.

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INSTRUCTORS CORNER 
D.F.S. Advisory – “Mailings to Military Facilities” 
 
Recently, a number of suspicious mailings have been delivered to  
various military and National Guard facilities throughout the country. 
The first Massachusetts mailing was at Devens. Members of the  
Massachusetts DFS Haz-Mat Response team examined the package and 
determined the following test results;  
Bomb Screening by X-Ray = negative,  
Radiation Screening by Ludlum = negative,  
LRN Lab evaluation = no visible powders,  
Swipe sample = negative PCR. 
 
Additional packages of a similar nature have been received at Otis and 
Westover. Reporting indicates packages also received at facilities in 
Brockton and Worcester. 
 
The packages are described as follows; 
The outside container consists of red, blue, or green construction paper 
folded and taped into an envelope. They do not contain a return address. 
They have all been postmarked from Memphis, TN. The packages also 
contained a CD-ROM and several pages of anti-government literature. 
 
The United States Postal Inspection Service and the FBI have been  
advised of the packages received to date in the Commonwealth. Should 
a public safety agency be called regarding one of these packages, the 
DFS suggests the following; 
 

Treat the package as suspicious. Request a TEIR I Haz-Mat Team 
response. (NOTE: The DFS will advise the Bomb Squad) 

The regional Haz-Mat Team and Bomb Squad will respond and 
evaluate the threat. 

If cleared, the package will be double-bagged by DFS and returned 
to the recipient. If a package is determined to be a threat, the 
response team will take the appropriate action.
