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INSTRUCTORS CORNER: 
What’s up with these Sky Lanterns? 
 
According to Wikipedia, Sky Lanterns, also known as Kongming Lanterns, are airborne 
lanterns that are best known as a tradition found in some Asian cultures. They are 
constructed from oiled rice paper on a bamboo frame and contain a small candle or 
fuel cell composed of a waxy flammable material. When lit, the flame heats the air 
inside the lantern, thus lowering its density causing the lantern to rise into the air. 
The sky lantern is only airborne for as long as the flame stays alight, after which the 
lantern sinks back to the ground. As traditional sky lanterns contain a flame, there is 
the danger that they can cause a fire when landing on a flammable ground. They can 
achieve quite a height and launching them in strong winds is not recommended. 
 
Sky lanterns are becoming increasingly popular at nighttime outdoor parties and  
celebrations. According to one manufacturer, sky lanterns “are in themselves one of 
the safest things on the market, like anything, it’s what some individuals choose to do 
with them that causes the real problems”. (Hello, that is our concern!) 
 
Locally, the City of Somerville has completely banned their use stating “they can and 
do get blown onto rooftops before their fuel supply is exhausted and start fires”. 
 
According to the Department of Fire Services, sky lanterns are not pyrotechnics and 
therefore are not regulated by Massachusetts General Law chapter 148, nor by 527 
CMR 2.00. Because of the potential fire hazard presented by these devices, the Head 
of the Fire Department may prohibit their use under the provisions of MGL Chapter 
148 Section 5 and 527 CMR 1.06(1)(a) as a condition likely to cause a fire. The head of 
the Fire Department may also allow their use under the appropriate conditions.  
Violations are enforceable under Chapter 148 Section 5 as a statutory violation, or 
Chapter 148 Section 10B as a code violation, or if adopted in the city/town, by issuing 
a Chapter 148A ticket.
