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EMS RUN:
Diabetic drug “Avandia”, helping or hurting?

FDA safety reviewers urged the removal of the diabetic drug AVANDIA
off the market claiming it caused an additional 500 heart attacks per
month. A 2007 study in the New England Journal of Medicine linked
Avandia to a 43% increase in heart attack.

A 2008 report by two FDA officials concluded that Avandia was
exposing users to higher ricks for heart attacks without being any
more effective than a competing drug, ACTOS. A trial is underway
involving 16,000 patients comparing the two diabetic drugs.

It is important that we as First Responders and EMS providers record
an accurate “med-list” for the Emergency Department and that we
become familiar with medications which are red-flagged due to the
possible risk of serious side effects for our patients at all “EMS Runs”.

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INSTRUCTORS CORNER:
DFS Advisory “Compact Fluorescent Lights”

As the use of Compact Fluorescent Lights (CFL’s) become more
common in homes as an energy saving measure, a number of issues
have been reported locally to the DFS office and nationally to the U.S.
Consumer Products Safety Commission.

CFL’s contain a ballast at the base of the unit between the spiral tube
and the base. This ballast, encased in a plastic shell, may or may not
have visible vent holes or slots.

The ballast contains a Voltage Dependant Resistor that, when failure
occurs, opens like a fuse to protect the device and associated electrical
equipment. The resultant smoke and heat should escape through the
vent holes in the housing, light smoke may be visible and the distinctive
“burned ballast” odor will be present. Often soot or an oily residue may
be detected at the vent holes. The vents may not always be visible
unless the bulb is removed from the socket.

Since more of these CFL’s are finding their way into homes, they should
not be overlooked when investigating smoke odors.
