EMS RUN:  
Narcan a Lifesaver for Overdose Patients 
(Article provided and shared with MIFDI by Retired Chief Frank W. Fitzgerald, Jr.) 

 
 A pilot program instituted within the Revere Fire Department has  
attributed to reversing the outcome of 12 patients overdosing on  
heroin during the past year. The State Department of Public Health 
supplied the “Narcan Kits” valued at $30 for each of Revere’s six fire 
companies. The kits contain two nasal Narcan doses which resemble 
an eye drop tube. The Narcan is simply sprayed into the nose of the 
overdosing victim.    
 
After training the members of the department with this “First  
Responder skill”, the program has proven to be a success. According to 
Revere Fire Chief Gene Doherty, “time is critical in administering  
Narcan because an overdose victim can die within 4‐6 minutes. A fire 
company can get to an overdose victim within 2‐3 minutes. During an 
overdose, the brain tells the body to stop breathing”. Administering 
Narcan to person overdosing can reverse the potentially fatal effects 
of heroin.  The Narcan pilot program, according to Doherty “can only 
get better when it spreads to a wider scale”. 
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LAST ALARM: 
The Massachusetts Institute of Fire Department Instructors is  
compelled to acknowledge the death of a fire service legend, Vincent J.  
Bollon on March 28, 2011 at age 77 at his home in Fairfax, VA. Vincent 
Bollon served as the IAFF General Secretary‐Treasurer from 1988‐2010. 
Vinnie not only talked the talk, he walked the walk. As a member of the 
FDNY, Vinnie served on companies in the South Bronx and as an officer 
in Harlem during the busy “war years”. His dedication and commitment 
to firefighter safety and benefits for our families have helped to make 
the job a little better. We should all strive to make the job a little better 
in some way during our career.

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INSTRUCTORS CORNER: 
Positive Displacement Pumps (“Primer pump”) 
 
Centrifugal pumps do not move air and they are not self‐priming. In 
order for a centrifugal pump to draft water, it must be assisted by a 
positive displacement pump capable of removing air from the system 
and allowing atmospheric pressure to force water into the main pump.  
 
The most common type of positive displacement pump used in the fire 
service today is the rotary vane pump. This type of pump works by  
rotating movable vanes inside the pump housing to create a closer 
clearance to the pump housing when the pump is operated. The rotor 
inside the pump is offset from the center with the distance from the 
intake greater than the distance from the discharge. As the rotor turns, 
air is trapped between the vanes, and as the air moves through the 
pump, it is pushed into smaller and smaller compartments between the 
vanes until the maximum pump pressure is reached and air is pushed 
out the discharge. This creates a vacuum, drawing water into the pump 
and priming it. 
 
This principal is contrary to the belief of some that water is “sucked up” 
into the pump.
