“Cinnamon Challenge” 
 
What the heck is “cinnamon challenge” you ask? It is a phenomenon 
that our young people find intriguing and our health professionals are 
calling a recipe for disaster. It begins as a challenge to try to swallow a 
spoon full of cinnamon without drinking water. The resulting effect 
can cause respiratory distress and choking. 
 
Many of these challenges are filmed by friends and often displayed on 
“YouTube” with some 30,000 cinnamon related clips including one 
with 10 million hits! Although this challenge has been around for 
years, it has recently seen a new surge of popularity resulting in  
medical emergencies. 
 
Doctors say the practice can cause serious injuries due to the fact that 
the powder dries your mouth and throat making it easier for it to  
enter your lungs. That can inflame the lungs leading to breathing  
difficulties, an acute lung injury, aspiration pneumonia, or scarring of 
the lungs. Young patients can also cause their lungs to collapse due to 
pressure from severe coughing. Of course children with asthma or 
other respiratory ailments are at an especially higher risk of  
complications. 
 
So this is another innocent act of stupidity that is out there and it is 
important that we as first responders and EMS professionals are 
aware of this should we be called to respond to a choking or breathing 
distress incident involving our younger patients.

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INSTRUCTORS CORNER: 
 

Elevators 101-Part 2 
Courtesy of John O’Donoghue 
 
Please be advised that The Board of Elevator Regulations has  
promulgated two recent amendments to 524 CMR which were effective as 
of 7/9/10.       
 
1. The first amendment in s. 17.39(4) added new language (indicated in 
bold). The section now reads as follows:     
 
17.39(4)  
(a) On completion of the elevator installation and safety test, the elevator  
contractor shall notify the local fire department to have an authorized         
representative available to receive instructions by the elevator manufacturer or 
his agent on the purpose, operation, and use of the firefighter's (3502) keyed 
switch.  524 CMR 17.39(4)(a) shall also apply to witness a demonstration 
from the elevator manufacturer, or agent thereof, relative to the purpose, 
operation and use of the hoistway door unlocking device.  The unlocking     
device for that manufacturers’ door shall be secured at a location in the 
building that is readily accessible to the fire department. If all the door 
panels and interlocks are replaced on a new or existing elevator, hoist-
way door unlocking devices for use only by Massachusetts licensed   
elevator mechanics and trained firefighters are required.   524 CMR 17.39
(4)(a) shall apply to all new installations 
 
Rationale: The areas of change and/or new sections are highlighted in bold 
face. This change to 524 CMR 17.39 (a) is being made to simplify the process 
and direction as to who (the elevator contractor) is required to make the      
contact with (local Fire Department) to witness a demonstration concerning the 
3502 key as well as the Hoistway Door Unlocking Device. Earlier editions had 
two differing agencies responsible, where this change simplifies it to one. It 
clarifies that if an existing elevator hoistway door system is allowed to drill out 
the doors, they must be structurally capable. This would accommodate the 
Hoistway Door Unlocking Device, provided that there is written proof that the 
doors contain no Asbestos. They will then comply with the requirements of 524 
CMR 17.39 (a).
