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EMS Run 
OEMS Advisory: MOLST & CC/DNR 
 
It has come to the Department’s attention that there may be confusion 
within the EMS community regarding weather EMT’s can accept only 
Massachusetts Medical Orders for Life-Sustaining Treatment 
(MOLST), the Comfort Care/Do Not Resuscitate Verification Form 
(CC/DNR), or both.  
 
EMT’s are to accept both the MOLST and the CC/DNR form  
(a patient may have either one) and both continue to be valid for 
Massachusetts EMS at this time. 
 
Among health care sectors, EMS was one of the first statewide adopters 
of the MOLST program and the MOLST program is still slowly rolling 
out among hospitals, long-term care facilities, hospices and other health 
care sectors. Because of that, EMT’s may not yet be seeing many  
patients with MOLST forms. 
 
As it states in Appendix B of the Statewide Treatment Protocols, and 
was announced in communications from the Department leading to its 
update last year for MOLST: 

While the Massachusetts health care system transitions to  
statewide use of MOLST forms, EMS personnel will honor 
BOTH the MOLST form and the CC/DNR Order  
Verification form during encounters in the field. For now, a  
patient may have either form, and if the form is current and 
valid, EMS personnel are to honor either form.

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INSTRUCTORS CORNER: 
MFIRS 2011 Annual Report 
From the Office of the State Fire Marshal 
 
The Massachusetts Fire Incident Reporting System (MFIRS) 2011  
Annual Report is now available for review courtesy of the  
Massachusetts Department of Fire Services. The report is based upon 
thousands of reports submitted by local fire departments throughout 
Massachusetts in 2011. This effort makes it possible to look at the total 
fire experience, to identify our fire problems, to develop strategies to 
address these issues and to measure their effectiveness.  
 
The total number of fires fell to 29,110 in 2011, an 11% decrease from 
the previous year. Unfortunately 54 civilians died in 51 Massachusetts 
fires during 2011. Civilian deaths increased by 18, or 50%, from the  
record low 36 fire deaths in 2010. However, for the first time known, no 
one under the age of 18 died in a structure fire. A disturbing statistic is 
that 32% of all residential fire victims were not alerted by smoke  
detectors. These people mistakenly thought fire wouldn’t happen to 
them. 
 
Cooking caused 67% of all residential fires and electrical fires were the 
leading cause of fire deaths in 2011, accounting for 14, or 34%, of the 
total residential fire deaths. Smoking has historically been the leading 
cause of fatal fires as far back as the 1940’s and was the second leading 
cause of fire deaths on 2011 accounting for 4, or 10%, of fire deaths.  
 
It is the hope of the Marshal that you will use this report to map out and 
measure fire prevention strategies in the coming year. We must sustain 
our efforts to protect the citizens of the Commonwealth through fire  
prevention and public education.
