EMS RUN: 
GUIDELINES REGARDING SUSPECTED H1N1 FLU PATIENTS 
 
Dispatch/Triage: 
 
Attempt to ascertain H1N1 flu risk of EMS patient. 

Are there respiratory symptoms (cough, shortness of breath, difficulty breathing)? 
Has there been a fever? 
Has the patient traveled within 10 days of symptom onset to a named epicenter (Mexico 

City area and other areas as per US CDC) or have they had close contact with a  
        person with respiratory illness who has traveled to an epicenter or a person with 

known H1N1 flu? 
 

If the answers to the above three questions are yes, the field crew must be immediately alerted 
to take appropriate precautions. 
 
Field Treatment and Transport: 
 
For all febrile respiratory illness, the responding crew should apply personal protective equip-
ment (PPE) appropriate for standard, contact and droplet precautions. This includes a surgical 
mask, non-sterile gloves, and eye protection. Hand hygiene such as frequent hand washing is of 
primary importance. Hands should be disinfected with a waterless hand sanitizer immediately 
after removal of gloves. 
 
Place a surgical mask or oxygen mask on the patient to reduce droplet spread at the source. If 
this cannot be tolerated, the patient should be provided with facial tissues to use when coughing 
or sneezing. Keep only essential personnel in the potential exposed area. 
 
If H1N1 flu is suspected (or confirmed) based on the above factors or other information, 
the crew should upgrade to airborne precautions using a fitted N95 respirator or similar 
protection. 
 
In suspected cases of H1N1 flu, avoid the use of nebulizers and MDI as they may induce 
coughing and increase risk of spread.  Passenger compartment should be closed off from the 
remainder of the ambulance using door and/or slide windows. Driver compartment outside  
air-vents should remain open. No passengers are permitted to travel in the ambulance while 
transporting a suspected H1N1 flu patient. Entry notification to the receiving facility must be 
made to ensure their readiness to receive the patient. 
 
Post-Transport; 
 

Waste generated during patient care should be discarded in biohazard bags. Reusable  
devices should be placed in a sealed biohazard bag and disinfected as per manufacturer 

specifications. 
Wash hands with waterless hand sanitizer. 
Use EPA-registered hospital disinfectant for the following; 

Stretcher, rails, medical equipment, control panels, flooring, walls, any other  
contaminated surfaces. 
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LAST ALARM: 
The officers and members of the Massachusetts Institute of Fire         
Department Instructors offer our condolences to the family and friends 
of Chief Herbert C. Fothergill, Sr. of the Chelsea Fire Department 
who passed on May 3, 2009 at age 86.

INSTRUCTORS CORNER: 
Firefighter / Instructor Michael O. McLeieer, Merrimac Fire Dept. 
 
“Managing Through These Tough Economic Times” 
 

Over the past year when I have been fortunate to teach classes for and at 
the National Fire Academy, for the Massachusetts Firefighting       
Academy, or while I attended this year’s Fire Department Instructor’s 
Conference, the most frequent comments I have heard from many of the 
participants include how great it was to be accepted in the training class 
or participate at FDIC in light of the poor economic conditions,       
however, many were unsure how or if they would be able to implement 
their newly acquired knowledge back at their departments. 
 
While many departments across the country have had their training 
budgets seriously reduced, others have had their training divisions     
totally eliminated. 
 
It’s very important, now more than ever, that the fire department         
administration continually monitor their department’s overall budget (as 
well as the training budget) and reconcile line item budget totals with 
the town or city’s finance department and investigate & correct any             
discrepancies immediately.  Accounting errors which are not discovered 
by the fire department can seriously hurt an already tight budget. 
 
Since it’s no longer business as usual, it is critical that we JUSTIFY 
each and every expense or expenditure request.  Complete & accurate              
documentation remains a high priority in accomplishing this task,      
especially with regards to training in order to justify what monies we 
need to do our jobs and why.  Make sure you list your goals, objectives 
and outcomes. 
 
The tough economic conditions require all of us to take a fresh look at 
our organizations and recommend ways to become more efficient and 
increase effectiveness at the same time. 
 
I’ll be speaking more about alternative funding sources as well as other topics 
of interest at this year’s FDIC recap in Merrimac and I look forward in seeing 
all of you there.
