EMS RUN 
Common Opiates (Provided by USDEA) 
 
Opiate is a drug derived from the opium poppy or can be synthetically  
produced. Opiates are depressants, slowing down the nervous system,  
including breathing. Common opiates include; 
 
HERION: Derived from morphine; street names include smack, thunder, hell 
dust, big H, and nose drops. 
 
MORPHINE: The key component of opium, marketed under generic and 
brand‐name products including; MS‐Contin, Oramorph, MSI, Roxanol, and 
RMS. 
 
OXYCODONE: Widely used in clinical medicine, marked either alone or as 
prescription painkillers OxyContin or Percocet; street names include; OC, OX, 
Oxy, Oxycotton, hillbilly heroin, and kicker. 
 
HYDROCODONE: A prescription drug sold as Vicodin. 
 
METHADONE: Used in addiction treatment but also sold on the street in pill 
form. 
 
BUPRENORPHINE: Know as Suboxone, an addiction treatment that contains 
a small amount of opiate. 
 
CODEINE: The most widely used naturally occurring narcotic for medical 
treatment in the world, prescribed for relief of moderate pain and cough 
suppression, but products are diverted to street market. Most codeine used 
in the United States is produced from morphine. 
 
FENTANYL: An opiate derivative used in patch form to manage chronic pain, 
but illicit use is a growing problem. It’s commonly used by intravenous  
administration, but like heroin may also be smoked or snorted.

The Massachusetts Institute of Fire Department Instructors offers our

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INSTRUCTORS CORNER: 
“Soda Bottle Bombs” 
 
Kids are putting Drano, tin foil, and water in plastic soda bottles and 
capping it up. These devices are being placed on doorsteps, lawns, 
mailboxes, etc. When the bottle is picked up and shaken briefly, gas 
builds up and within 30 seconds or less, the device explodes with 
enough force to remove fingers and cause severe burns to the face and 
eyes. 
 
Beware of these plastic bottles containing a small amount of liquid and 
tin foil. Once you disturb the contents it becomes a hazardous device. 
Notify the State Police Explosives Unit assigned to the Department of 
Fire Services to safely dispose of these devices.  
 
Revere has recently experienced several of these incidents. They are 
more than just a juvenile practical joke, they can be very dangerous to 
the unsuspecting person attempting to dispose of one of the bottles.
