Popovici. George gave an informative presentation on fires & emergencies involving
NSTAR equipment.

Following the presentation, a brief business meeting was conducted by President
Roche. Mass Fire Training Council member Andy Connerty submitted notes from
the recent MFTC meeting which were read by the president. The most significant
news was that MFA Director Edmund Walker was stepping down as director
effective June 28. It was announced that former State Fire Marshal Thomas Leonard
will be filling in the MFA director’s position as an advisory role until a new director
is appointed. One new member, Lt. Jay Bourgeois from Newton was introduced.

Member Steve Persson reported that member John O’Donoghue is recuperating from
recent surgery and provided a card for members to sign for John. President Roche
reported that the first full-time fire chief for the Town of Sherborn has been hired and
expected to start around July 1.

Members adjourned for lunch at Town Spa Pizza on Rt. 138 in Stoughton.

Brockton Firefighter (MIFDI Member) among one of the first on

Brockton Firefighter and MIFDI member Donald Gazerro was at the Copley Marriott
Hotel during the 2013 Boston Marathon waiting for his son Jason to finish the race.
Don is an 18-year member of the Brockton Fire Department and assigned to the
Training Division as EMS coordinator for the department.

Before Don could meet up with his son, the first explosion occurred and he did what
firefighters do, run towards the danger while everyone was running away. With little
regard for his own safety and without the benefit of equipment or personal protection,
his training skills kicked in as he started to triage those most critically injured.

As he attended to the injured with other firefighters and EMS personnel applying
tourniquets to stop the arterial bleeds from severed limbs, Don recalled briefly
looking up to a surreal scene and seeing police with guns drawn scanning rooftops
and warning everyone to be aware of additional IED’s in trash receptacles and
mailboxes. He quickly put it out of his mind and continued to provide EMS to the
numerous victims of this horrific attack.

In May, Gazerro was honored for his actions at a low-key ceremony at Brockton City
Hall. Don was quick to point out that he was one of many who rushed in to help
victims that day. He made mention that during a MCI incident such as that on
Boylston St; first responders need to prioritize even when that requires making awful
decisions.

Don concludes by saying, in the classroom I stress not to rush into a scene unless
cleared to do so to avoid becoming a casualty themselves. He now concedes that
“training can fly out the window” during these types of incidents. “It becomes a
personal decision, of course we can’t teach it that way, but in a moment it’s a
judgment you have to make for yourself”.
