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RECALL OF MEETING #530 
 
The 530th meeting of MIFDI was held on November 18, 2009 hosted 
by the Saugus Fire Department courtesy of Chief James Blanchard. 
Chief Blanchard provided an entertaining welcome on behalf of the 
Saugus Fire Department that included an overview of their Public 
Safety Building which opened in November 1999. 
 

The training portion was provided by Nashua Fire Lieutenant Richard 
Conway. Lt. Conway gave a narrative and power-point presentation on 
the major fire that destroyed a large section of Downtown Lynn in 
1981. Lt. Conway responded to this fire with his father, Lynn Deputy 
Fire Chief William Conway. The program addressed some of the  
challenges facing the I.C. at that time including; Communications with 
the 80 different fire departments that responded, rehab and relief of the 
500 firefighters that operated at this incident, refueling for the 95  
engines, 29 ladder trucks and 2 rescue companies on scene, and water 
supply which included 51,000,000 gallons of hydrant water and 
1,260,000 gallons of drafted ocean water. 
 

Following the program, Mr. Roger Baker of “REHAB 5” gave a brief 
overview of the rehabilitation services provided by this volunteer 
group. This is a great resource for departments facing a large scale  
incident such as the incident described above. The contact number for 
Roger is 978-833-0143. 
 
 

President Roche conducted a business meeting beginning with a  
moment of silence for MIFDI Associate member Ed Lyons (See Last 
Alarm). Treasurer Michael McLeieer provided a Treasurer’s Report.

INSTRUCTORS CORNER: 
NIOSH Report: “Death in the line of duty” 
 

NIOSH investigators recently published a report on the line‐of‐duty‐deaths of two 
firefighters during a restaurant fire in Boston, Massachusetts. (To view the full report, 
go to the NIOSH website at www.cdc.gov/niosh ) Below are some of the  
recommendations listed in the report; 
 

Develop, implement, and enforce an occupational safety and health program in accordance with NFPA 
1500. 

Ensure that their members are thoroughly trained, understand, and utilize the incident management 
system at all emergency incidents. 

Develop, implement and enforce written standard operating procedures that identify incident man‐
agement training standards and requirements for members expected to serve in command roles. 

Ensure that the incident commander conducts an initial size‐up and risk assessment of the incident 
scene before beginning interior firefighting operations and continually evaluate the conditions to 
determine if the operations should become defensive. 

Ensure that the incident commander establishes a stationary command post, maintains the role of 
director of fire ground operations, does not become involved in firefighting efforts, and that 
transfer of command follows established procedures. 

Develop, implement and enforce written standard operating procedures that address the hazards and 
define the strategies and tactics to be used while operating at specific structures known as 
“taxpayers”. 

Ensure that all firefighters and officers receive fundamental and annual refresher training according to 
NFPA 1001 and NFPA 1021. 

Ensure that the initial attack line is charged and capable of controlling the fire conditions. 
Ensure that staffed back‐up hose lines are utilized to protect the means of egress for the primary at‐

tack and search crews. 
Ensure that firefighters immediately open ceilings and other concealed spaces whenever a fire is sus‐

pected of being above them. 
Use thermal imaging cameras during the initial size‐up and search phases of a fire. 
Ensure that firefighters understand the influence of ventilation on fire behavior and coordinate with 

interior fire suppression operations. 
Train firefighters to communicate interior and exterior conditions to the incident commander as soon 

as possible and provide regular updates. 
Ensure that crew integrity is maintained during fire suppression operations. 
Ensure that a rapid intervention crew is established and available to immediately respond to emer‐

gency rescue incidents. 
Ensure that firefighters wear a full array of turnout clothing and personal protective equipment that is 

certified by NFPA and appropriate for the assigned task while participating in fire suppression 
and overhaul activities. 

 
Additionally, code setting organizations and municipalities should: 

Require the use of automatic ventilation systems in commercial structures, especially ones that have 
large void spaces and other unique life‐safety hazards. 

Require that fire alarm systems installed in commercial structures incorporate heat and smoke detec‐
tors in large void spaces to improve life safety. 

Require all commercial cooking operations to have periodic inspections of their kitchen exhaust sys‐
tems and require all kitchen exhaust system installers to be certified to nationally recognized 
standards.
